Moody’s Mega
Math Challenge

In early March, over 250 teams from lower New Hampshire to
Wilmington, Delaware, submitted viable solutions to the 2008
Challenge problem, Energy Independence Meets the Law of
Unintended Consequences. Student teams were required to ad-
dress issues associated with increased corn-derived ethanol pro-
duction and fuel substitution and relate these matters to dramatic
and unanticipated rises in farm commodity pricing, the future of
food supplies in developing nations, the effect on carbon dioxide
emissions, and the cost-effectiveness of producing ethanol.
Teams had 14 hours to quantify these concerns using
mathematical-modeling techniques, develop and defend their
models and justify their conclusions.
